PARK BOUNDARY

Emergency Telephones:  located at 
each comfort station in the campgrounds,
Picnic Areas 3 & 8, Dunes and Burley 
Beach Access Areas, canoe rental dock
and at the children’s program chalet.
Public Telephones:  located at the park
store and each campground office.    

Visitor Centre:  open daily,
10:00am - 5:00pm during the summer season.
Open weekends year-round.
Park Store:  open daily,
8:00am - 10:00pm during July and August.   
Dog Beach: Picnic Area 1.  Dogs must be 
leashed at all times, owners clean up after pets.    

Firewood:  available at the Main Gatehouse 
and the woodyard which is located between the 
park store and Riverside Campground Office.
Drinking Water:  treated water is available from
all park taps.  Visitors should not drink lake or river
water.  Do not wash dishes at water taps.    

Trailer Sanitation:  located adjacent to the Lookout
Trail parking lot and the woodyard.  
One Way Road:  Please note the day-use road
between the traffic circle and Picnic Area 8 is a 
one way road; please obey signage.
